I was fortunate to be in a Neighbourhood Policing Conference this month when the Chief Constable; Mr Tim Forber, spoke at length.

Amongst the information past he confirmed that as a Force we are performing really well with reductions in crime and ASB across the board – over 2800 less victim of crime in the past 12 months in comparison to the previous period. Further more with regards to feeling safe within the communities it is also worthy of note that NYP are the top of the tree when it comes to confidence from the public we serve. 
Selby District is no exception to this as ASB and crime continue to fall.

Every week we review our local policing priorities and at this moment they are as follows:
• County Lines Drug Dealing – Selby Town
• Rural domestic burglaries – Border areas (with WYP and SYP)
• Barlby Youth concerns – a slight increase in ASB but also suspected drugs dealings involving juveniles.

Additionally we have seen an emerging crime spree whereby Wind Turbines are being targeted. 

There is a significant amount of work ongoing with these any many other concerns.
We have extra officers still drafted into the District to help us manage the burglary and drug offences; and this is having a really positive impact.

We are conducting work in Byram with regards to off road motorbikes and a location on concern that I am not able to provide specifics on.

There is so much going on and so much work that goes on behind the scene that you will never see. 
I absolutely acknowledge that not everyone thinks that the policing of the Selby District is as good as it should be. I respectfully disagree with this and I am confident that we are in a much better place month on month.

More officers are allocated to the Neighbourhood teams in Selby and we should see them coming in over the months, and response teams are also in a better position than they have been in the past.
